A CGA is a contract in which a donor makes an
irrevocable gift to an SDA organization and receives a
tax deduction and fixed income payments for life.

Charitable Remainder Trust

A charitable trust allows members to transfer many types of assets into it and leave the remainder
to an SDA charity. When a trust is managed by WAF, the funds are invested according to a strategic
template unique to each donor, and income can be received by the donor, beneficiaries, or an SDA
entity.

Revocable Cash Asset Trust (RCAT)

The RCAT provides members with a way to place cash assets in a trust that will be invested by WAF,
and can pay income to the donor or back to the RCAT. This revocable agreement allows the donor to
add or remove funds at any time. At least 1% of the value of the RCAT must go to an Adventist
Organization upon death or the termination of the trust.
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
